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This document gives basic guidelines for authors preparing research papers for submission in the International Scientific Conference “The process of harmonization of Albanian law with the EU and the experiences of other countries- Theoretical and practical issues”.

The research paper should contain the abstract (including keywords), an introduction, main text, presentation of results achieved, discussion, concluding observations/recommendations, literature.

The title should be centered in TNR 14 pt., bold, with initial capitals. The name of the author and co-authors should be placed below the title in TNR, 12 pt., bold, Italic and centered. The name of the presenting author must be underlined.
Abstract

The abstract must include: the context and the purpose of the study; the methodology used, keywords; key findings and recommendations. The abstract should not exceed 500 words. Please use Times New Roman (TNR), 12 pt., single spaced, with a line between paragraphs. 
Keywords: Please use no more than 5(five) keywords in Italic and separate them by commas.

Research paper should be 6000 - 8000 words. It should be typed in Times New Roman (TNR), 12 pt., single spaced, with a line between paragraphs. 
Introduction 14
The research paper should contain an introduction related to the problem addressed, including a summary of previous studies in the relevant field. The citation should be with footnotes.
